Dear Messrs. McDonnell, Steeves and Schlegel and Ms. Palmer:


Enclosed are interrogatories numbered EL-26 (Update) through EL-27, directed to the Energy Conservation Management Board and EL-28 through EL-45, directed to The Connecticut Light and Power Company and The United Illuminating Company.  The responses to these questions have been deemed necessary by the Department of Public Utility Control (Department) in connection with the above referenced docket, and will become a part of the record in this proceeding.  Please note that persons responsible for responses must be available for cross-examination during a hearing, if held, and must attest to the truth and accuracy of their responses.


Please submit the responses to the Department’s Executive Secretary no later than February 20, 2008, by 4:00 p.m.  The Department encourages the submission of responses as soon as they are available rather than delaying until all answers are completed.  Please list each question and answer on the same sheet of paper using a separate sheet for each interrogatory number, and sequentially number the pages of each response (e.g., p. 1 of 5, etc.).  At the top of each page, clearly identify the Docket Number, the interrogatory number (including the prefix), the name of the company and the person responsible for the response, and the date of submission.

Similarly, each Late Filed Exhibit that may be submitted after hearing in this docket shall be sequentially numbered and identified with the Docket Number, Late Filed Exhibit Number, page number, the name of the company and the person responsible for the exhibit, and the date of submission.


If a response to any of the requested information has already been filed in response to another Party or Intervenor’s interrogatory(ies) in this proceeding, please reference the interrogatory which provides the information.  It is the respondent’s responsibility to ensure that any such information is on file with the Executive Secretary of the Department.


Documents must be filed with the Executive Secretary of the Department in both electronic and paper form.  The date and time of filing shall be the date and time the Department first receives a complete electronic version or the paper version and the required number of paper copies.  Unless otherwise specified, filings are due by 4:00 p.m. on or before any required date.  If a complete electronic version of the filing is submitted through the Department's Web Filing System, only one paper version of the filing is generally required.  (For exceptionally voluminous or complex filings, the Department reserves the right to request additional paper copies.)


If a complete electronic version of the filing is not web filed, submit an original and nine (9) copies for all briefs, reply briefs and comments/written exceptions.  Submit an original and seven (7) copies of all other documents.  Each copy shall be collated and secured with the docket number prominently displayed on the first page.  If additional paper copies of interrogatory responses and Late Filed Exhibits are required, each page shall be three-hole punched.


All Parties and Intervenors are required to serve each other with a copy of all documents submitted to this Department and the OCC.  The current service list for this docket is available on the Department's website located at www.dpuc.state.ct.us/DPUCservlist.html.

Interrogatories

The following interrogatory is directed to the Energy Conservation Management Board:

EL-26 (PA 07-242) Plan, pp. 8-9.  Provide an update to the status report on the ECMB’s progress on each of the ECMB mandates of the 2007 Act Concerning Electricity and Energy Efficiency.  In cases where the work product has been completed, provide a copy or a web link.

EL-27 (General Programs) Because the ECMB oversees and approves energy efficiency plans of the gas companies, explain in what ways the inclusion of gas plans has resulted in coordination of efficiency programs for the electric and gas programs where electric and gas savings can be achieved.

The following interrogatories are directed to The Connecticut Light and Power Company and The United Illuminating Company:

EL-28 (General Programs) Plan, p. 6, states that the Companies have worked with the CCEF to develop customer participation protocols for CCEF projects.  Provide documentation or a web link to these protocols.  Describe any other partnerships or collaborative efforts between the Program Administrators and CCEF, other than Connecticut Science Center exhibit.

EL-29 (SWCT) Plan, pp. 9-10, indicates that the Plan Adminstrators will treat Connecticut as a whole versus the geographic targeting of southwest Connecticut as in past years.  Does this mean that program budgets, customer installations and demand response efforts will be spent proportionately throughout the entire state with no targeting toward southwest Connecticut?  Explain.  

EL-30 (SWCT) Plan, pp. 9-10.  Peak reduction due to demand response participation has been an important contributing factor in the FERC and ISO-NE designation of Connecticut as part of the price zone shared by the other New England States.  Do the Companies believe that a continued high level of participation in demand response programs in southwest Connecticut is necessary to retain this designation?

EL-31 (CL&P Programs:  DN 05-07-14PH01/EIA) Plan, p. 22, indicates a proposed budget increase from $20,470,968 to $30,210,849 for Docket No. 05-07-14PH01/EIA programs.  Provide a rationale for the proposed increase.  Indicate the dollar amount of funds committed in 2008 for each program.

EL-32 (Program Savings Documentation) Itemize and provide a brief description of the differences between the 2007 Program Savings Documentation submitted in Docket No. 06-10-02 and the 2008 Program Savings Documentation submitted in the instant docket. 

EL-33 (Performance Management Fee) Prepare a schedule or schedules indicating the calculation of the actual Performance Management Fee, for each program, earned in 2007.  Compare the actual Performance Management Fee earnings to 2007 budgeted amounts.  Explain any significant variances fully.

For Interrogatories 34 through 45, provide answers to the following questions based on the 2007 program year C&LM expenditures:

EL-34 (Low Income) For each company, indicate the number of households served by the low income portion of the C&LM budget.

EL-35 (Low Income) For each company, for the population served by the low income portion of the budget, provide the number of households into the following categories:

A.
Income less than 100% Federal Poverty Level (FPL)

B.
Income between 100% and 125% FPL

C.
Income between 125% and 150% FPL

D.
Income between 150% and 200% FPL

E.
Income between 200% FPL and 60% State Median Income (SMI)

EL-36 (Low Income) For each of the income categories identified above, indicate the average dollar value of program incentives received per household.

EL-37 (Low Income) For each of the income categories identified above, indicate the portion in the following housing categories:

A.
Owner occupied dwelling unit

B.
Renter occupied dwelling unit

C.
Multi-family rental unit

EL-38 (Low Income) For multi-family buildings served by the C&LM program, indicate the percentage of such buildings that are master-metered for the electric service provided by the EDC and the percentage of such buildings that are individually metered for the electric service provided by the EDC.

EL-39 (Low Income) For master-metered multi-family buildings, indicate the percentage of such buildings on residential rates of each EDC and the percentage on nonresidential rates.

EL-40 (Low Income) Describe the referral mechanism used by each EDC to ensure low income households qualifying for energy assistance and the arrearage forgiveness program mandated by Conn. Gen. Stat. § 16-262c are referred for conservation services provided through the C&LM fund.

EL-41 (Low Income) Describe how households or buildings served by the Low Income program are prioritized for conservation services, including the factors and any weighting applied to those factors.

EL-42 (Low Income) Indicate, on average, the length of time between requesting conservation assistance and receipt of such assistance by a low income household.
