Dear Chairman Fontana:

Section 84 of Public Act 07-242, An Act Concerning Electricity and Energy Conservation says:

(Effective from passage) On or before July 1, 2007, the Energy Conservation Management Board, established pursuant to section 16-245m of the general statutes, shall contract with an independent, third party to conduct an assessment of Connecticut's conservation and energy efficiency potential, including conservation, demand response and load Management. Such assessment shall be considered an update to a similar assessment conducted by a third party in 2004. Not later than February 1, 2008, the board shall present the results of such assessment and its recommendations for cost-effective methods or mechanisms to fund new or expanded energy efficiency initiatives to address the energy efficiency potential determined in the assessment to the joint standing committee of the General Assembly having cognizance of matters relating to energy.
On behalf of the Energy Conservation Management Board (ECMB), I am writing to advise you that, although progress has been made by the Board on the tasks outlined in this section and other responsibilities placed on the ECMB under Public Act 07-242, the submission of the final report will be delayed.  Planning for this undertaking has been complicated by the fact that the prior assessment only examined the potential for conservation and energy efficiency.  Determining the potential for demand response and load management is more difficult and has rarely been attempted.  However, we have issued a Request for Proposals to independent third parties and will proceed as rapidly as possible to complete this work.

The Board is dedicated to completing all the legislated mandated tasks as expeditiously as possible, given our commitment to producing reliable analysis.  Many mandated tasks are well underway and some have been completed. 

 We appreciate the E&T Committee's support of the ECMB, a volunteer Board whose members put in many hours reviewing and commenting on all facets of the matters under its purview.
