ECMB Clarifying Comments on the Draft Decision
Dear Ms. Rickard:

The Energy Conservation Management Board (ECMB) respectfully submits the following clarifying comments regarding the Draft Decision in Docket No. 07-06-60, the DPUC Review of the Statewide Energy Efficiency and Outreach Marketing Program.  

The ECMB supports the outreach and marketing effort to provide targeted information about energy efficiency and other energy-related items to customers, consistent with Public Act 07-242.  The ECMB submits the following clarifying comments on the Draft Decision dated December 21, 2007.

1. The ECMB has been in existence since 1998, therefore the ECMB suggests the following clarification on page 3, in the first paragraph in section B:
Since 1990, the Department and ECMB (since 1998) have overseen the Conservation and Load Management Programs that have been administered by CL&P and UI.  
2. The ECMB received public input related to outreach and marketing efforts during the 2008 CEEF Plan public input process (conducted in 2007), and the ECMB expects that it might receive additional public input on outreach and marketing efforts during public input processes regarding future CEEF Plans. Therefore, the ECMB suggests the following clarifications on page 4, in the last sentence prior to section C:
The DPUC will consider, per ECMB request, any public education and general awareness proposals, which the ECMB receives at received during its 2008 CEEF Plan public input session process conducted in 2007, or which the ECMB may receive during public input processes on future CEEF Plans.
Thank you for the Department's continuing effort in this important endeavor, and for the ongoing coordination with the Connecticut Energy Efficiency Fund programs and the ECMB.
