New England Energy Management, Inc (NEEM) proposes the following technologies that if chosen as an Energy Efficiency Partner we propose to market and install:

A. HVAC – PaceControls – Demand reduction - fully addressable in a peak load event

B. Osram Sylvania Quicktronic Load Shed Ballasts – (Fully addressable in a peak load event)

C. Sensor Switch – Nlight – Fully addressable Occupancy Sensor System to be used along with Load Shed Ballasts

The markets we see as viable and “non-conflicting” with the existing CEEF programs are:

· Economic Empowerment Zones – All CL&P and UI ratepayers who are not eligible for SBEA or EO programs due to bad credit.

· All existing buildings using existing T8 technology where delamping is not an option*

a. State Buildings – SWCT Focus

b. Municipalities – SWCT Focus

*Load Shed Ballasts would not directly reduce the input wattage when replacing existing T8 technology.  It will however achieve the goals of the Energy Efficiency Partnership Program in it’s ability to react to a peak load event.

NEEM proposes to install and monitor a study project with all of the above technologies at it’s headquarters located in Danbury, CT.  Several of these technologies are being introduced to the market in the 4th quarter of 2007, pricing levels have yet to be set.
