RE: Docket No. 07-06-59 – DPUC Review of the Connecticut Electric Efficiency   Partners Program

Dear Commissioner George:

On behalf of the Energy Conservation Management Board (ECMB) I would like to provide you an update on the progress report made in the correspondence of October 11th.

Since that time the ECMB and its consultants and interested parties have made significant progress in meeting the goals set forth under Public Act 07-242, AAC Electric and Energy Efficiency, pertaining to Section 94 on the Energy Efficiency Partners program: 

Section 94(b) of that legislation directs:

…evaluate and approve enhanced demand-side management technologies that can be deployed by Connecticut electric efficiency partners to reduce electric distribution company customers' electric demand. Such evaluation shall include an examination of the potential to reduce customers' demand, federally mandated congestion charges and other electric costs. 
As noted in our earlier communications, the ECMB, in conjunction with the DPUC and the Connecticut Clean Energy Fund (CCEF) had issued a Request for Comments (RFC). A Public Input Session was conducted on September 20th at the Legislative Office Building where a number of individuals and groups provided input to the process. The decision was made to keep the input period open at least until October 15th and additional comments have been received. These comments have been summarized in the attached Public Input Document. The next step will be the actual analyses of the proposals so that the item in the document titled "ECMB Consultant Recommendation" can be completed for ECMB consideration and approval. Upon completion and approval by the ECMB, it will be filed with the Department "…to review and approve or to review, modify and approve on or before October 15, 2007."   

In addition to this Public Input document, attached please find the minutes of the September 20th Public Input Session, including remarks by Senator Fonfara on the basis and need for the Energy Efficiency Partners program.
The legislation also states in Section 94(c) that the ECMB shall "file with the department, for the department to review and approve or to review, modify and approve, an analysis of the state’s electric demand, peak electric demand and growth forecasts for electric demand and peak electric demand." Attached herein is a copy of that report, An Analysis of Demand for Electricity in Connecticut, prepared by Bruce Blakey as a consultant to the ECMB. 

These submissions by the ECMB are in compliance with the suggestion made in the October 11th correspondence that the Board submit preliminary information received via the Request for Comments by October 22nd.  This would then be followed by the analyses of benefits of the enhanced demand-side management technologies on November 15th to ensure time for review.  
We appreciate the Department's cooperation and partnership in this endeavor.
