Dear Mr. Kerr:


The Department of Public Utility Control (Department) acknowledges receipt of your letter dated March 31, 2009 regarding “Hartford Hospital Energy Rebate.”  Because the $2.7 million rebate requested by you is for the Accelerated Chiller Retirement (ACR) Program, an Energy Efficiency Measure administered by The Connecticut Light and Power Company (CL&P) using funds from the Connecticut Energy Efficiency Fund, the Department logged your request as a Motion under the above-referenced proceeding.


In your Motion you provided a copy of the Energy Efficiency Services Letter of Agreement dated October 5, 2007, between Hartford Hospital and CL&P.  This Letter of Agreement expressly stated:

All EEMs [Energy Efficiency Measures] must be installed by the Participant and accepted by both the Participant and CL&P by April 30, 2008.  Failure of Participant to install all EEMs as described and shown in Exhibit A by April 30, 2008 may disqualify Participant from receiving an incentive payment.


The specific purpose of the ACR Program was to reduce summer peak demand in 2008.  CL&P had stopped accepting proposed ACR projects as of September 30, 2007, and that Program has since ended.  To date, Hartford Hospital has not completed the replacement of its chillers.  The Department cannot grant your request to reinstate the $2.7 million rebate because it is undisputed that Hartford Hospital did not meet the April 30, 2008 deadline as required in the Letter of Agreement, and is, therefore, disqualified from receiving an incentive under the ACR Program.  

Your request is hereby denied.  However, the Department will instruct CL&P to provide you information regarding 2009 Conservation and Load Management programs and discuss with you any possible current incentives for which Hartford Hospital may qualify.
