
ECMB 2007 Natural Gas Conservation Plan Resolution

The Energy Conservation Management Board has reviewed the Draft 2007 Natural Gas Conservation Plan presented to the Board on November 15, 2006 and finds that the specific programs contained in the Plan are reasonable and should be approved, but that further investigation and planning should be conducted to meet statutory and regulatory requirements for developing an Integrated Resource Plan.  In particular, the Board strongly endorses the discussion of the “Synergies of Gas and Electric Programs” on pages 2 and 3 of the Draft Plan and believes there are a number of opportunities for further program development in this area which have not been reviewed and presented to the Board for consideration.

Accordingly, the Board requests that the Companies and the Board consultants investigate the costs and benefits of adding natural gas efficiency components to the following electric programs in 2007:  Energy Opportunities, Energy Conscious Blueprint, C&I O&M and Small Business.  The results of this investigation should be presented to the Board at its February meeting.
