NOTICE OF REOPENED HEARING

(July 17, 2008)

By Decision dated June 25, 2008, the Department of Public Utility Control (Department) reopened Docket No. 07-10-03, DPUC Review of The Connecticut Light and Power Company’s and The United Illuminating Company’s Conservation and Load Management Plan for the Year 2008, and established the above noted proceeding for the limited purpose of examining ways in which the incentive structure of all conservation and load management programs can be modified.  Specifically, the Department will examine ways in which the cost effectiveness of all conservation and load management programs can be improved to allow increased customer participation within current budgets.  Pursuant to §§ 16-9 and 16-245m of the General Statutes of Connecticut (Conn. Gen. Stat.), the Department will conduct a public hearing to consider this matter in full.


Letters will be accepted from members of the general public who have an interest in the outcome of this proceeding through the last day of the hearing.  The Department will maintain a file of any letters so accepted in the offices of the Executive Secretary.  The file may be reviewed during the regular office hours of the Department.


Pursuant to Conn. Gen. Stat. §§ 16-2(c) and 16-8(a), a single commissioner, a member of the Department’s technical staff or a hearing examiner employed to conduct hearings may be designated to hold this hearing and make a report thereon.  The member of the Department’s technical staff or employed hearing examiner so designated shall have the same powers as the Department, or any commissioner thereof, to conduct a hearing, except that only a commissioner of the Department shall have the power to grant immunity from prosecution to any witness who objects to testifying or to producing any book or paper on the ground that such testimony, book or paper may tend to incriminate said witness. 


The Department hereby announces that the hearing in this matter will be held on Thursday, July 17, 2008, at 9:00 a.m., at its offices, Ten Franklin Square, New Britain, Connecticut.  The Department may continue the hearing on additional dates, as deemed necessary.
