1. 
Process

Agenda and Minutes.  Chairman Gaudiosi convened the meeting at 3:27 p.m. The agenda was reviewed with no changes suggested. The minutes were reviewed and on a motion by Richard Steeves and a second by Joe Crocco the minutes were approved unanimously with the exception of Rick Rodrigue and Mike Wertheimer who abstained.

Public Comment. Michael Sachse of Positive Energy addressed the group on their proposed program that would be using behavioral methods to induce people to save energy. He explained that it depends upon peer pressure in the form of a monthly bill insert that shows how a person's neighbors have reduced their energy use and the power that this information has on the subject. He noted that the program has been in use by a number of utilities and shows proven and measurable results that savings are greater than a 2% reduction by providing this information.  He said the monitoring and verification uses a large number of people  in two groups; a test group and a control group and that the cost comes out at three cents per kilowatt-hour with a benefit/cost ratio of 4:1. He requested that he be able to come back to provide a fuller report at some point in the future. (The information he provided is available at  http://www.box.net/shared/hujoxgisbt  ) further discussion ensued with several questions being asked pertaining to details of their program in relation to the operation of the program, credit for appliance changeouts in the basis of the way the program can be used by a utility. Ron Araujo noted that the company is already looking at it for potential use in the eeCommunities program.

2010 Plan. Roy Haller inquired whether there was any changes being considered for the timeline for the 2010 plan. Jeff Schlegel responded that to his knowledge no changes were being contemplated but that the group is not as far along as he would like. Didn't attack said they hope to develop the goals by August 22nd  and get those out for review prior to the next meeting.

2. Outreach & Marketing. Review of Outreach & Marketing Activities . Chris Ehlert of United Illuminating announced that they have a marketing kit and that the Smart Living Catalog is now on line.

3. 2008-2009 Planning for Future Activities. Gas Companies Docket. Joe Crocco informed the group that they had met with Mark Falade, a vendor who brought before the board a situation in need of facilitation, and reported that it had been brought to a successful conclusion for all parties concerned. He also noted that Southern Connecticut Gas/Connecticut Natural Gas may need incremental funds for their commercial and industrial programs as well is for the low income program.

Jeff Schlegel reported the evaluation budget looks good but there and may need to be some discussion to make it consistent between the two companies and that his preference is for the method used by CL&P.

Chairman Gaudiosi thanked the group for their attention and input during the Retreat and the abbreviated meeting.
